     Effective Teaching

     MFL teaching will include aspects of the following:
· communicate knowledge and understanding through all four skills – listening, speaking, reading and writing

· aim to develop cross-curricular and thinking skills

· promote Citizenship by developing insights into, and understanding of, other cultures

· provide enjoyment and intellectual stimulation and form a sound basis in the skills, language and attitude needed for further study and for life

· develop an awareness of Europe as a cultural and economic community in which students will live and work

· develop students’ confidence in using a foreign language effectively to communicate with others

· respect the students’ different learning styles

· in planning lessons, create a range of appropriate  resources to support learning
· display students’ work and ensure displays reflect current achievement
